ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

This case was opened to consider Missouri Gas Energy’s purchased gas adjustment (PGA) factors to be audited in its 2004-2005 actual cost adjustment.  On January 12, 2005, Enbridge Pipelines filed a request to intervene.  

Enbridge operates an interstate pipeline that supplies natural gas transportation services to MGE.  Enbridge contends that it has an interest in this proceeding because the Commission’s Staff may assert that some of MGE’s costs associated with the service provided by Enbridge are subject to review and disallowance.  As a result, Enbridge believes that its interests may be affected by the Commission’s decision in this case.  No party has responded to Enbridge’s request to intervene.

Enbridge’s request to intervene establishes that it has an interest in this case that is different from that of the general public.  Furthermore, that interest may be adversely affected by a final order arising from this case.  Therefore, pursuant to Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4), the Commission will grant the request to intervene.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Enbridge Pipelines’ Application for Intervention is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on January 25, 2005.
