On October 15, 2002, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos or Company) of Franklin, Tennessee, filed a tariff sheet proposed to become effective November 14, 2002. This filing is designed to express the method of meter testing to be used by Atmos Energy Corporation.

The change in the tariff has no monetary effect on the Company’s customers.  The change reflects Atmos’ compliance with a Commission Order granting a variance on meter testing.  The Company shall test meters in accordance with the statistical sampling authorized by the Commission in Case No. GE-2003-0007 in which the Commission granted the Company a variance from the requirements of Rule 4 CSR 240-10(19) relating to the removal, testing, and inspection of gas meters.

Because this filing was made on thirty (30) days notice, no order is necessary to indicate approval.
