ORDER RESCINDING ORDER

DIRECTING FILING AND SETTING NEW INTERVENTION DATE


This order rescinds an order issued by the Missouri Public Service Commission on June 24, 2003, directing the City of Kennett to send its customers a notice of its proposed waiver.  Further, the order required Kennett to notify the customers by August 5 and also set August 25 as the new deadline for intervention.


On July 3, the City of Kennett, the Staff of the Commission, and the Office of the Public Counsel filed a joint motion for reconsideration of that order.  


The parties set out their belief that the June 24 order was unnecessary and unreasonable, because it required additional notice that would serve no purpose, impose significant costs on Kennett, and go beyond the notice requirements typically required.  


The parties noted that, as set forth in its recommendation filed on June 6, the Staff of the Commission reviewed Kennett’s request and found that the variance will not compromise public safety.  In order to ensure that no compromise occurs, the Staff conditioned its recommendation on annual surveys.  The parties noted that Kennett’s request for a variance is for a yard line located exclusively on the property of Emerson Electric.   As such, the parties argued, it does not affect the public at large.     


In addition, the parties maintain that the June 24 order would impose a significant cost on Kennett, which could amount to $2,700.  The parties further noted that the June 24 order offered no reason why additional notice procedures were necessary.  The Commission notes that notice has previously been sent to the county commission, General Assembly members, and media covering Kennett’s service territory.


Since, the parties concluded, the general public is not affected by the variance sought by Kennett, the parties believe that no purpose will be served by the additional notice requirements.    


Thus, after examining the official case file and the pleadings therein, the Commission has decided that it will rescind the June 24 order. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the order issued by the Missouri Public Service Commission on June 24, 2003, which directed customer notice and setting a new intervention date, is rescinded.

2. That this order will become effective on July 15, 2003.
