ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO INDICATE WHEN IT CAN FILE A RECOMMENDATION 

On December 30, 2004, the City of Perry, Missouri, filed an amended application with the Missouri Public Service Commission requesting a waiver of certain provisions of the Commission’s gas safety standards.  The Commission will not act on the application until it receives a recommendation from its Staff.  So that it may be aware of progress in this case, the Commission will direct its Staff to file a pleading indicating when it will be able to file such a recommendation.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Commission shall, no later than January 11, 2005, file a pleading advising the Commission when Staff will be able to file its recommendation regarding the Amended Application for Permanent Waiver Upon Compliance with Specified Conditions filed by the City of Perry, Missouri.   

That this order shall become effective on December 30, 2004.
