Staff Recommendation on a Tariff Sheet Filed to Extend Missouri Gas Energy’s Application for Extension of Transportation and Storage Incentive Mechanism; Motion for Expedited Treatment Effective August 31, 2002.

August 16, 2002
On August 1, 2002, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company (MGE or Company) of Kansas City, Missouri, filed a tariff and Application for Extension of Transportation and Storage Cost Incentive Mechanism; Motion for Expedited Treatment (Application).  On August 6, 2002, the Public Service Commission of Missouri (Commission) Ordered the Commission Staff to file its recommendation by August 16, 2002, or file a pleading indicating why the Staff was unable to file a recommendation by the ordered date.  

The Application requests an extension of MGE’s current transportation and storage incentive plan (Program).  The current Program was established in Case No. GO-2000-705 through Commission approval of an Amended Stipulation & Agreement.  The Amended Stipulation & Agreement filed on May 15, 2000 in that case contains the guidelines of the current Program.    When seeking a renewal of this program or proposing an alternative, MGE was also ordered to file at least six (6) months prior to the expiration of the Program.  MGE was ordered to provide semi-annual reports detailing the savings achieved under the Program and the calculations supporting the claimed level of savings.  The six month filing window was included in the Amended Stipulation and Agreement to give Staff and the Office of Public Counsel time to review the program results. 

The Commission Staff (Staff) recommends that the Commission suspend MGE’s Application, and that MGE’s request for expedited treatment on this Application be rejected.  Staff asks that the tariffs be suspended initially for 120 days.

The Staff has verified that this company has filed its annual report and is not delinquent on any assessment.  Staff is not aware of any other matter before the Commission that affects or is affected by this filing; however, the following Case Nos. are pending before this Commission.
