ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF RECOMMENDATION  

On August 1, 2002, Missouri Gas Energy (MGE), a division of Southern Union Company, filed an application for an extension of its existing transportation and storage cost incentive mechanism, which otherwise terminates on August 31, 2002.  Along with its application, MGE also filed a motion requesting that the Commission expedite its consideration of the application so that it might approve the application in time to prevent a lapse of the mechanism.   

If the Commission is to act on MGE’s application in time to issue an order that would be effective by August 31, it will need to act no later than its August 22 agenda meeting.  In order to act that quickly the Commission must have a prompt recommendation from its Staff and other interested parties.  The Commission will direct its Staff to quickly file a recommendation.  Other parties that wish to file a recommendation must do so by the date established for the filing of Staff’s recommendation.  If, despite due diligence, Staff is unable to file a recommendation by the ordered date, it shall instead file a pleading indicating why it is unable to file a recommendation and indicating when it will be able to do so.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That not later than August 16, 2002, the Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation regarding Missouri Gas Energy’s Application for Extension of Transportation and Storage Cost Incentive Mechanism.

2.
That any other party that wishes to file a recommendation regarding Missouri Gas Energy’s Application for Extension of Transportation and Storage Cost Incentive Mechanism must do so not later than August 16, 2002.

3.
That this order shall become effective on August 16, 2002.
