ORDER DIRECTING RESPONSE TO STAFF RECOMMENDATION  

On September 12, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a Staff Recommendation and accompanying tariff in which it recommended that the Commission approve Laclede Gas Company’s request for a three-year extension of authority to sell $270 million in additional indebtedness with several conditions.  Staff also requested that the Commission act on Laclede’s application as soon as possible.  

In its recommendation, Staff indicates that it has discussed its proposed conditions with Laclede, and believes that Laclede will not oppose those conditions.  Nevertheless, Laclede will be given an opportunity to respond to Staff’s recommendation if it wishes to do so.  In addition, the Office of the Public Counsel is also a party and must be given an opportunity to respond.  So that the Commission can consider Laclede’s application as soon as possible, the Commission will shorten the time allowed for response to Staff’s recommendation.

That any other party that wishes to respond to Staff’s Recommendation and Memorandum shall do so no later than September 17, 2003.
