STAFF'S RESPONSE TO THE COMMISSION'S ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A RECOMMENDATION 
COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) by and through counsel, and in response to the Commission’s January 13, 2005 Order Directing Staff to File a Recommendation states:

1.
On December 7, 2004, the City of Perry, Missouri (City) filed an Application for Permanent Waiver upon Compliance with Specified Conditions from certain provisions of 4 CSR 240-40.030.  Case No. GE-2005-0158 was established for the purpose of conducting an investigation into the City’s Application for Permanent Waiver and the filing of a Staff Recommendation in this Case.  

2.
On December 9, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Directing Applicant To Amend Its Application.  The Commission noted several incongruities in the application.  The Commission ordered the applicant to amend its application no later than December 30, 2004.
3.
On December 30, 2004, the City filed its Amended Application For Permanent Waiver Upon Compliance With Specified Conditions.
4.
On December 30, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Directing Staff To Indicate When It Can File A Recommendation.

5.
On January 11, 2005, the Staff filed its Staff’s Notice notifying the Commission and other parties that it will complete its investigation and file its recommendation not later than February 28, 2005.
6.
On January 13, 2005, the Commission issued its Order Directing Staff To File A Recommendation no later than February 28, 2005.  


7.
Staff has completed an investigation and analysis of the City’s amended application requesting waiver from the requirements of certain regulations relating to natural gas safety and submits its Recommendation for Approval of An Application for Permanent Waiver Upon Compliance with Specified Conditions to Provisions of 4 CSR 240-40.030(6)(H)3.,   attached as Appendix A.       


WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that, for the City of Perryville, the Commission waive compliance with the applicable State regulations that require re-qualification of employees making joints given the alternative means of re-qualifying individuals on applicable plastic joints on the terms stated in the Waiver and Staff’s Recommendation.  The Staff recommends that the Applicant be granted a waiver from provisions of 4 CSR 240-40.030(6)(H)3., which provisions are identical to those contained in 49 CFR 192.285(c). 
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
