COME NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission on behalf of itself and Trigen Kansas City Energy Corp., Thermal North America, Inc. and the Office of Public Counsel, and presents the parties’ response to the Commission’s August 30, 2004 Order Adopting Procedural Schedule directing the filing of an issues list, order of witnesses and order of cross on November 11, 2004 states:

1. The parties propose the following list of issues:

a. Is the transfer of ownership of Trigen Kansas City Energy Corp. to Thermal North America, Inc. not detrimental to the public?

b. Are the operations of Trigen-Missouri Energy Corporation in Kansas City, Missouri “chilled water” systems and, if so, are they subject to this Commission’s jurisdiction?

c. Should the Commission decide the value of net original cost and current net plant in the context of this proceeding and, if so, what are those valuations?
