ORDER GRANTING LEAVE TO FILE SUPPLEMENTAL DIRECT TESTIMONY

On February 28, 2003, Southern Union Company d/b/a Missouri Gas Energy filed a motion for leave to file supplemental direct testimony.  Southern Union requests leave to supplement the direct testimony of David J. Kvapil, which it filed on February 14, 2003.  Southern Union filed Kvapil’s supplemental testimony along with its motion for leave. Southern Union’s motion to supplement its testimony is necessary because Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.130(8) provides that no party is permitted to supplement prefiled testimony unless ordered to do so by the presiding officer or the Commission.  

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) allows parties ten days in which to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  Ten days have passed since Southern Union filed its motion and no party has filed a response. The motion is therefore unopposed.  

The Commission finds that Southern Union’s motion for leave to file supplemental direct testimony is reasonable, is not opposed by any party, and should be granted. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Motion for Leave to File Supplemental Direct Testimony filed by Southern Union Company d/b/a Missouri Gas Energy is granted.
