Laclede Gas Company (Laclede or Company) of St. Louis, Missouri filed Case No. GE‑2002‑1159, a VERIFIED APPLICATION FOR VARIANCE (Application for Variance), with tariff sheets, File No. 200201125, on June 26, 2002, proposed to become effective July 27, 2002.  This Application for Variance with tariff sheets provides for electronic billing (e-bill), electronic notice, and electronic payment as additional, optional methods for monthly billing and for notification of discontinuance of service by the Company and for remittance of payments by its customers.  This Application for Variance with tariff sheets would implement optional electronic methods providing increased customer choice, convenience, and reliability in receiving gas bills and notices from the Company, and sending payments and communications by customers.
