ORDER CHANGING PROCEDURAL DATE

The Commission required Atmos to file revised tariff sheets to reflect the variance the Commission ordered in this case.  September 19, 2002 is the date by which the Commission required Atmos to file the revised tariff sheets.  

On September 3, 2002, Atmos Energy Corporation moved the Commission for an extension of time to file tariffs.  Atmos has a pending tariff filing before the Commission in Case No. JG-2003-0046.   That tariff proposes to consolidate tariff sheets of Atmos’ divisions.  If the Commission approves the tariff, it will go into effect on October 1, 2002.  Atmos requests the extension beyond October 1, 2002, so that it can file one revised tariff for Atmos, rather than three sets of revised tariffs for its three divisions.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) allows parties ten days to respond to any pleading.  No party has objected to Atmos’ motion.  Because no party objects, and because the Commission finds Atmos’ motion to be reasonable, the Commission will grant it.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Atmos Energy Corporation’s Motion for Extension of Time to File Tariffs is granted.

2. That Atmos Energy Corporation shall file its revised tariffs reflecting the variance no later than October 19, 2002.

3. That this Order shall become effective on September 20, 2002.
