ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A RECOMMENDATION 


On January 27, 2005, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, filed an application seeking a variance from a Commission rule, as well as a provision of its own tariffs.  The Commission directed its Staff to indicate when it would be able to file a recommendation regarding the application.  Staff complied with that order on February 7.
