ORDER APPROVING TARIFF IN COMPLIANCE WITH COMMISSION ORDER

On March 17, 2005, the Commission granted Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, (MGE) a variance from Commission rule 4 CSR 240-13.050(3) that permits MGE to extend the hours in which it may discontinue service to a customer.  That order directed MGE to submit an appropriate tariff amendment to incorporate the approved variance.  MGE submitted a proposed tariff on March 21, bearing an effective date of April 20.
On March 22, MGE filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment in which it asked that its proposed tariff be approved to take effect on April 4, 2005, to coincide with the beginning of daylight savings time.  In response to MGE’s request for expedited treatment, the Commission directed its Staff to file a recommendation regarding the proposed tariff by March 29.    

Staff filed its recommendation regarding MGE’s tariff on March 25.  Staff indicates that the tariff complies with the Commission’s order, and recommends that the Commission approve the tariff to become effective on April 4, as requested by MGE.  No other party has filed a recommendation regarding the tariff. 

Based on the recommendation of its Staff, the Commission determines that MGE’s tariff complies with the Commission’s previous order.  The tariff will be approved.    

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff sheets filed March 21, 2005, and assigned Tariff No. YG-2005-0740, are approved to become effective on April 4, 2005:
