ORDER GRANTING THE APPLICATION OF KANSAS CITY POWER & LIGHT COMPANY TO INTERVENE OUT OF TIME
On February 11, 2003, Kansas City Power & Light Company (KCP&L) filed an application to intervene out of time.  KCP&L’s application asserts that it is interested in Southern Union Company’s application for authority to acquire the equity interests of Panhandle Eastern Pipeline Company because that transaction might reduce competition among the sources for natural gas supply for KCP&L’s electric generation units.   

KCP&L filed its application to intervene after January 24, 2003, the date established by the Commission for intervention.  KCP&L indicates that it did not apply to intervene sooner because it only became aware of certain information about Southern Union’s application on February 10.  KCP&L represents that its participation will not delay or hinder these proceedings.    

KCP&L’s application to intervene was discussed at the prehearing conference held on February 11.  All parties attending the conference were given an opportunity to be heard regarding that application.  No party objected to KCP&L’s intervention.    

The Commission has reviewed KCP&L’s application to intervene out of time and finds that it is in compliance with Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4).  The Commission further finds that KCP&L has an interest in this matter that is different from that of the general public, and that there is good cause to permit KCP&L to intervene out of time.  The Commission concludes that KCP&L’s application to intervene should be granted.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the Application to Intervene Out of Time filed by Kansas City Power & Light Company is granted.
