Joint Recommendation Regarding Procedural Schedule
Comes Now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, on behalf of the Parties to the case, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE, (Ameren or Company), the Missouri Public Service Commission Staff, (Staff), the Office of Public Counsel, (OPC), and the Department of Natural Resources, (DNR), that jointly recommend the following procedural schedule.  This proposed schedule is filed pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.080, and suggests dates for filing of testimony, as well as hearing dates in the above captioned case.  In support thereof, the Parties state:

On June 3, 2003, the Commission issued an Order directing the Staff to file a proposed procedural schedule no later than July 17, 2003.  On July16, 2003, a pre-hearing conference was held and, at that prehearing conference, the regulatory law judge granted a motion that the due date for filing a proposed procedural schedule be extended until July 23, 2003.
