ORDER ACCEPTING PROPOSED NOTIFICATION LANGUAGE FOR LOCAL PUBLIC HEARINGS

On January 16, 2004, the Commission ordered Missouri Gas Energy to file proposed language to be included in a notice to customers regarding local public comment hearings scheduled for April 27, 28, and 29.  MGE complied with that order on January 26 by filing proposed language that it intends to include in a bill insert sent to customers.  The Commission’s January 16 order also provided that if any party wished to respond to the language proposed by MGE it would be required to do so no later than February 2.  No party has filed a response to MGE’s proposed notification language.  

The Commission finds that MGE’s proposed notice provides adequate notice to its customers concerning the scheduled local public comment hearings.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, shall notify its customers of the scheduled local public comment hearings by means of the notice set forth in its pleading entitled Missouri Gas Energy’s Proposed Notification Language.

2. That this order shall become effective on February 3, 2004.
