ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

The Commission issued an Order Acknowledging Report and Directing Filing on March 26, 2002, directing the Staff of the Commission to file an additional status report on September 26, 2002.  On September 25, 2002, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed an Update to the Commission and Request for Additional Time to File Complete Report.  Staff indicates that it continues to monitor the progress of the program to assure that Laclede Gas Company’s direct-buried service-line replacement program and leak survey procedures comply with the stipulation and agreement and with the Commission’s safety rules.  Staff notes that Laclede's fiscal year ends September 30, 2002, and Staff is expecting additional information from Laclede concerning the replacement program that it would like to include in its status report to the Commission.  Staff, therefore, requests that the Commission extend the filing deadline for 30 days to allow Staff to include this information and thus file a more comprehensive report.

The Commission has reviewed the motion for an extension of time and finds it to be reasonable.  The motion will be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the request for an extension of time, filed by the Staff of the Commission on September 25, 2002, is granted.  The deadline for the Staff of the Commission to file its Status Report is now October 28, 2002

2. That this order shall become effective on October 10, 2002.
