Motion to Consolidate with TC-2002-57


Comes now Complainant Mid-Missouri Telephone Company and hereby moves the Commission to consolidate this complaint case with the other MITG complaint cases currently pending in TC-2002-57.  In support of this Motion, Mid-Missouri states as follows:

1.
Mid-Missouri is a member of the group of small rural ILECs known as the Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group (MITG).   

2.
Separate complaint docket TC-2002-57 is a consolidated complaint docket by MITG companies against wireless carriers, including T-Mobile.   In that separate docket the only remaining wireless carrier Respondent is T-Mobile.  The only remaining MITG Petitioners are Alma Telephone Company, Chariton Valley Telephone Corp., and Northeast Missouri Rural Telephone Company.  SBC is also a Respondent.

In TC-2002-57 Alma, Chariton Valley, and Northeast have filed amended complaints.   The purpose of those amended complaints is to address all uncompensated T-Mobile traffic terminating to them prior to the January 13, 2005 effective date of arbitrated agreements in IO-2005-0468.  Similarly, the purpose of the Complaint filed herein is for Mid-Missouri to address all uncompensated T-Mobile traffic terminating to Mid-Missouri prior to January 13, 2005.

4.
At the time TC-2002-57 was instituted, Mid-Missouri had no uncompensated terminating wireless traffic originated by T-Mobile, so Mid-Missouri has no pending complaint against T-Mobile in TC-2002-57.

5.
Mid-Missouri now has the complaint filed herein pending against T-Mobile and SBC.

6.
Mid-Missouri suggests it will be the most efficient use of time and resources of the MITG complainants, Respondents T-Mobile and SBC, and this Commission, if all of the MITG companies’ remaining complaints for T-Mobile traffic are heard in a single proceeding.


Wherefore, Mid-Missouri requests that this case be consolidated with and into TC-2002-57.
