ORDER GRANTING SOUTHERN MISSOURI’S 

MOTION TO FILE SUPPLEMENTAL DIRECT TESTIMONY


On February 13, 2003, Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P., filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission its motion to file supplemental direct testimony.  This order grants that motion.


Southern Missouri’s Motion to File Supplemental Direct Testimony stated that on January 9, 2003, it filed the direct testimony of Scott F. Klemm and that schedule number 2 thereof contained calculations related to the interest of Southern Missouri’s deferred carrying cost balance.  Southern Missouri stated that it had discovered that this schedule was not prepared in a manner consistent with the methods used by other local distribution companies to calculate interest on that balance under the standard provisions of the PGA/ACA tariffs.

Southern Missouri therefore requested permission to file the supplemental direct testimony of Scott F. Klemm, which replaces the original schedule number 2 and explains the reasons for the revisions.

On February 21, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a response to Southern Missouri’s motion.  Staff said that it does not object to Southern Missouri’s motion, but will challenge, at hearing, any part of Klemm’s supplemental direct testimony that is legally inadmissible.

No other party responded.

The Commission will grant Southern Missouri’s motion.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1. 
That Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P.’s Motion to File Supplemental Direct Testimony filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission is granted and the accompanying Supplemental Direct Testimony of Scott F. Klemm is accepted.
