Staff Motion To Consolidate Cases And Recommendation

COMES NOW Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, and for its motion and recommendation, respectfully states:

1.
On January 29, 2004, Staff filed a Complaint against Secured Technologies, L.C. (Company) in Case No. TC-2004-0310, alleging a violation of the Commission’s statutes and rules relating to annual report filings, to wit that “Secured Technologies, L.C. failed, omitted, or neglected to file its 2002 Annual Report…”

On February 24, 2004, Secured Technologies, L.C. filed a Motion For Leave To File Annual Report Out Of Time (Motion) and appended a copy of the Company’s completed 2002 Annual Report to its Motion in Case No. XE-2004-0433.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.110(3) permits the Commission to consolidate cases that “involve related questions of law or fact…” in order “…to avoid unnecessary costs or delay.”  Because the Company’s Motion For Leave To File Annual Report Out Of Time involves the same subject matter of the Complaint case, Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order to consolidate the above-captioned cases under Complaint Case No. TC-2004-0310.

4.     Staff has reviewed the Company’s completed 2002 Annual Report form that was submitted with its Motion of February 24, 2004 and has determined that it has been completed as required and should be placed in the Electronic Filing and Information System and assigned a tracking number.

5.
Because the Company submitted its 2002 Annual Report on February 24, 2004 and opened a new case with its Motion and because Staff has determined that the 2002 Annual Report form has been completed as required, the Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order that (1) consolidates Case Numbers XE-2004-0433 and TC-2004-0310 under Complaint Case No.TC-2004-0310; (2) accepts the Company’s Report out of time; and, (3) holds that the Company’s submission of its 2002 Annual Report tolls the accumulation of penalties that are the subject of that Complaint but does not satisfy the Complaint

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully recommends that the Commission issue an order:

1. Consolidating Case Numbers XE-2004-0433 and TC-2004-0310 under Complaint Case No. TC-2004-0310;  

2. Accepting the Company’s 2002 Annual Report out of time; and, 

3. Holding that the Company’s submission of its 2002 Annual Report tolls the accumulation of penalties that are the subject of the Complaint but does not satisfy the Complaint.
