ORDER SETTING AN ON-THE-RECORD

QUESTION-AND-ANSWER SESSION

AND DIRECTING FILING

On March 24, 2003, the Commission set a second prehearing conference in this matter in order to discuss the presentation to the Commission of the parties’ agreement or lack of agreement to revisions of the Purchased Gas Adjustment Clause process.  The Commission indicated in its earlier order that at least one other case pending before it is related to the issues resolved by the parties, but not yet approved by the Commission.  Before approving individual tariffs implementing changes to the process, it is important for the Commission to understand the parties’ suggested revisions to the whole Purchased Gas Adjustment Clause process.  In order to expedite this process, the Commission will change the nature of the prehearing conference to an on-the-record question-and-answer session and will direct the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission to make an additional filing.

The parties shall come prepared to answer questions from the Commission regarding their agreements and disagreements.  Each party should also be prepared to discuss the benefits and detriments of each of the changes in the Purchased Gas Adjustment Clause process.  The Commission will direct its Staff to file a document that memorializes the consensus of the parties, and which could be signed by the parties and approved by the Commission as a formal agreement.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file a draft agreement no later than 12:00 p.m. on April 4, 2003.

2. That the prehearing conference set for April 7, 2003, shall now be an on‑the‑record question-and-answer session.

3. That the on-the-record question-and-answer session will be held at the Commission’s offices in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a building that meets the accessibility standards required by the Americans With Disabilities Act. That this order shall become effective on April 4, 2003.
