ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On October 24, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion requesting that the Commission open a case to investigate the sale or distribution of gas and electricity in Missouri by entities that are not certified by the Commission.  Staff’s motion was prompted by an inquiry from school officials in Salem, Missouri, concerning Cornerstone Energy.  In its motion, Staff averred that Cornerstone Energy “is clearly offering service that uses, leases or controls the distribution system of a distributor . . . .”  Staff therefore concluded that Cornerstone Energy needed to register as a “seller” under Chapter 393.
After investigating a number of companies, Staff filed its Report concluding that “certification of ‘upstream’ transactions is not required and . . . that downstream passage of title is not occurring.”  Staff does not specifically discuss the condition of Cornerstone Energy; the concern over which this investigation began.  Although from Staff’s conclusion it appears that Cornerstone Energy is not a seller as defined in Chapter 393, the Commis​sion will require that Staff file a pleading specifically addressing what role Cornerstone Energy plays in the distribution process.  
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file a pleading, not later than April 8, 2005, specifically addressing what role Cornerstone Energy plays in the distribution process of energy.
2. That this order shall become effective on March 10, 2005.
