STAFF’S MOTION FOR CLARIFICATION


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) by and through counsel, and for Staff’s Motion for Clarification, respectfully states as follows: 

1.  On October 24, 2003, Staff filed a Motion to open a case with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).  


2.  On December 9, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued its Order Opening Case, Adding Parties, Directing Notice and Setting Prehearing Conference.  


3.  Pursuant to the Commission’s December 9, 2003 Order (p. 2), two entities by the name of Alliance Energy Services, LLC were made parties to the case.  One is Alliance Energy Services, LLC. with a mailing address of CT Corporation System, 120 South Central Ave., Clayton, MO 63105 and the other is Alliance Energy Services, LLC., with a name of Jason P. Doyle and a mailing address of 8608 N. Flora Ave., Kansas City, MO 64155.  A third entity with a very similar name was also made a party to the case pursuant to the same Order (p. 2).  This was:  Alliance Energy, with a name of Valeria Schall, 25290 Oakdale, Lebanon, MO 65536.   


4.  Staff notes that it was Valeria Schall of Alliance Energy who wrote a letter to the Commission seeking dismissal on January 23, 2004.  


5.  On January 30, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Dismissing Parties From Case.  One of the Parties dismissed was “Alliance Energy, LLC.”


6.  On February 3, 2004, William Steinmeier and Mary Ann Young filed their entry of appearance for “Alliance Energy Services, LLC.”


7.  On February 6, 2004, Marc A. Russell Filed a Motion for Dismissal of “Alliance Energy Services, LLC.”  This Motion for Dismissal is accompanied by an affidavit of Jason P. Doyle, so presumably this is the “Alliance Energy Services, LLC., name of Jason P. Doyle, 8608 N. Flora Ave., Kansas City, MO  64155. 


8.  Staff requests clarification of which party the Commission has in fact dismissed from the case pursuant to the Commission’s January 30, 2004 Order.

WHEREFORE, Staff respectfully requests clarification regarding the Commission’s Order Dismissing Parties from Case.   
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
