ORDER APPROVING TARIFF IN COMPLIANCE WITH COMMISSION ORDER

In an order issued on February 26, 2004, the Commission rejected a tariff filed by Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, (MGE) to implement an Infrastructure System Replacement Surcharge (ISRS).  The Commission, however, authorized MGE to file a tariff to impose an ISRS that is sufficient to recover appropriate pre-tax revenues, and implement appropriate rates, as determined by the Commission in that order.  On March 1, MGE filed a tariff that purports to comply with the Commission’s order.  

Staff filed its recommendation regarding MGE’s tariff on March 5.  Staff indicates that the tariff complies with the Commission’s order, and recommends that the Commission approve the tariff to become effective on April 1.  No other party has filed a recommendation regarding the tariff. 

Based on its Staff’s recommendation, the Commission determines that the tariff complies with the Commission’s order, and will be approved.    

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff filed March 1, 2004, and assigned Tariff No. YG-2004-1029, is approved to become effective on April 1, 2004:
