ORDER SUSPENDING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE 

AND RESCHEDULING HEARING

On December 7, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule.  Staff states that the parties have reached an agreement and expect to file a stipulation on December 8, 2004.  Staff requests, on behalf of all of the parties, that the procedural schedule be suspended and that the parties be relieved of the duty to file a List of Issues, Statements of Position, and List of Witnesses on December 8, 2004, and that the evidentiary hearing set for December 9, 2004, be canceled.

On December 8, 2004, Staff filed a Nonunanimous Stipulation and Agreement.  The Agreement is signed by Staff, Missouri Gas Utility, Inc. (MGU), and the Office of the Public Counsel; it is not signed by the cities of Gallatin and Hamilton.

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s December 7th Motion and finds that the procedural schedule should be suspended.  The Commission will relieve the parties of their obligation to file the List of Issues, Statement of Positions, and List of Witnesses.  As for the hearing, the Commission will postpone the evidentiary hearing set for December 9, and will reschedule the matter for December 16, 2004, as an On‑the‑Record Presentation regarding the Stipulation and Agreement.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the procedural schedule, adopted by order issued on November 19, 2004, is suspended.

2. That the parties are relieved of their duty to file a List of Issues, Statement of Positions, and List of Witnesses.

3. That the evidentiary hearing scheduled for December 9, 2004, is postponed; the Commission will instead set an On‑the‑Record Presentation regarding the Stipulation and Agreement on December 16, 2004, beginning at 8:30 a.m.

4. That the On‑the‑Record Presentation will be held in Room 310 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act. 5. That this order shall become effective on December 8, 2004.
