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STAFF’S RESPONSE TO OZARK NATURAL GAS, INC.’S MOTION FOR 
DISMISSAL OF PARTY  


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) by and through counsel, and respectfully states as follows: 

1.  On October 24, 2003, Staff filed a Motion to open a case with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).  


2.  On December 9, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Opening Case, Adding Parties, Directing Notice and Setting Prehearing Conference (Order).  Pursuant to this Order, Ozark Natural Gas, Inc. was made a Party to this case (Order at 4, 6). 


3.  On March 3, 2004, Ozark Natural Gas filed a Motion for Dismissal of Party (Motion). 


4.  In this Motion, Ozark Natural Gas Company, Inc. seeks dismissal by stating that it does not actually provide natural gas services (Motion at 1).  It represents that it was established to explore the possibility of providing natural gas services to Branson, Taney County, Missouri and surrounding areas (Motion at 1).  At the present time, its operations have not moved beyond the exploratory stages in that Ozark Natural Gas Company, Inc. has not developed a customer base, has provided no services, has no fixed assets, has no distribution system, and currently offers no energy services. 


5.  The Motion is supported by an Affidavit of the Company President.  Given the fact that Ozark Natural Gas, Inc. has no customer base and has not yet commenced business, Staff has no objection to the dismissal of Ozark Natural Gas, Inc. as a Party.  


WHEREFORE, for the reasons stated above, Staff states that it has no objection to the dismissal of Ozark Natural Gas Company, Inc. as a Party.  
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
