ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO STRIKE

On November 24, 2004, Missouri Gas Utility, Inc. (MGU), filed its Motion to Strike EFIS Item No. 11.  MGU notes that on November 15, 2004, MGU filed its Brief Concerning Jurisdiction with the Commission.  This filing was made through the Commission’s Electronic Filing and Information System (EFIS).  MGU’s counsel, however, inadvertently made two filings, which are identified in EFIS as Items 11 and 12.  MGU states that Item No. 12 contains MGU’s brief in this case and the brief that was forwarded to the parties.  Item No. 11 is an earlier but incomplete draft of the brief and was not intended to be filed in the case.  Therefore, MGU moves to strike Item No. 11 from the EFIS docket.

No party has responded to MGU’s motion and the time for doing so has now passed.
  

The Commission has reviewed MGU’s motion and finds that it is reasonable and should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion to Strike EFIS Item No. 11, filed by Missouri Gas Utility, Inc., on November 24, 2004, is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 15, 2004.
