ORDER SETTING ON-THE-RECORD PRESENTATION 

AND ADDING PARTIES

On October 29, 2004, Missouri Gas Utility, Inc. (MGU), filed an application requesting that the Commission grant it a certificate of convenience and necessity; approve MGU’s acquisition of the Gallatin and Hamilton, Missouri, natural gas system assets; grant MGU the authority to encumber those assets in connection with the acquisition; authorize MGU to file tariffs; and to do any other acts necessary to fully effectuate the transaction.


On November 3, 2004, the Commission issued an order directing notice and setting an intervention deadline of November 12, 2004.  The Commission did not receive any applications to intervene.


On November 18, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed its Recommendation and Memorandum, recommending that the Commission approve the application with certain conditions.  The Office of the Public Counsel filed its Recommendation on November 19, 2004.  Public Counsel supports approval of the transaction subject to the conditions recommended by Staff.    


Upon review, the Commission determines that both the City of Gallatin and the City of Hamilton are necessary parties to this case.  The Commission will therefore make both entities parties.  The Commission also determines that an On-the-Record Presentation would assist the Commission in the resolution of this matter.  Due to the expedited nature of the case, the Commission will schedule the On-the-Record Presentation for November 23, 2004.
   All parties are required to attend this On-the-Record Presentation.  The failure of any party to attend may result in the Commission not having sufficient information to grant MGU’s application.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the City of Gallatin and the City of Hamilton are made parties to this case.  A copy of this order shall be sent to these parties at the following addresses:
