ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME

On November 20, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Scheduling Evidentiary Hearing and Notice of Invitation.  In addition to scheduling a hearing for December 5, 2003, the order directed that the transcript be filed on December 8, 2003, and that briefs be filed by December 15, 2003.
