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Staff Filing

COMES NOW Staff of the Public Service Commission of Missouri, and for its response to the Commission’s Order in this case, states:

1.
This case was opened in 1991 to implement a plan to replace certain cast iron mains and unprotected steel mains of the Kansas Power and Light Company (KPL).  At that time, KPL provided natural gas service in the Kansas City, Missouri area.

2.
In 1994 Missouri Gas energy, a division of Southern Union Company, (MGE) acquired most of the Missouri operations of KPL, including the Kansas City service area.  MGE undertook to continue the cast iron and unprotected steel mains programs that were the subject of this case.

3.
MGE completed the program in 2001.  See the Staff Memorandum attached as Attachment A to this pleading.  For the reasons set out in more detail in Attachment A, Staff asks the Commission to close this case.
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
