Staff Recommendation
COMES NOW the Staff (Staff) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) in the above-captioned matter and respectfully submits as follows:


1.  On October 31, 2003, Aquila Networks-MPS (MPS) filed tariff sheets with the Commission to be effective November 17, 2003.  The filing was made to reflect changes in Company’s Purchased Gas Adjustment (PGA) factors for the upcoming winter season.


2. Staff filed its recommendation on November 7, 2003.  

3. On November 13, 2003, the Commission issued its Order directing Staff to file a pleading explaining why the PGA factor of Aquila Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks-Missouri Public Service’s, Eastern System, has increased while the PGA factors for the company’s other two systems have decreased.  Staff was further directed to explain why the PGA factor for the Eastern System is higher than the PGA factors for the other two systems.  Staff’s Memorandum is attached hereto as Attachment A, both in HC and NP.    

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully submits this pleading in response to the Commission Order. 
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
