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STAFF RESPONSE TO SOUTHERN MISSOURI GAS COMPANY, L.P.’S MOTION TO FILE SUPPLEMENTAL DIRECT TESTIMONY
COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”), and respectfully submits this response to Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P. ‘s (SMGC’s) Motion to File Supplemental Direct Testimony:  

1.  On January 9, 2003, Staff and SMGC filed direct testimony in this case as required by the Commission Order regarding a Procedural Order in this case. 

2.  On January 30, 2003, Staff and SMGC filed rebuttal testimony in this case as required by the Commission Order regarding a Procedural Order in this case. 

3.  On February 7, 2003, the parties filed a Proposed Issues List, Order of Witnesses and Order of Cross-Examination.  

4.  On February 13, 2003, Staff filed its Position Statement. 

5.  Also on February 13, 2003, SMGC filed its Position Statement and a Motion to File Supplemental Direct Testimony.  

6.  Staff does not object to the part of this testimony regarding Mr. Klemm’s actual work on the Deferred Carrying Cost Balance (DCCB).  Staff has responded to this part of Mr. Klemm’s Supplemental Direct in its Surrebuttal Testimony filed on February 20, 2003.  

7.  However, Staff reserves the right to challenge, at hearing, any other part of this Supplemental Direct testimony that is legally inadmissible.  Staff’s objections include hearsay, the best evidence rule, lack of foundation and evidence now being presented that is only properly filed in direct testimony or rebuttal testimony under 4 CSR 240-2.130 (7)(A-C). 

WHEREFORE, Staff respectfully states that Staff has no objection to SMGC’s Motion to File the Supplemental Direct Testimony of Scott Klemm but will challenge at hearing any parts of the Supplemental Direct Testimony of Mr. Klemm that are legally inadmissible. 
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
