ORDER ESTABLISHING CASE

Syllabus:  This order establishes a case to investigate an explosion on June 18, 2003, at the Ozark Empire Fairgrounds in Springfield, Missouri.

On July 15, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a Motion to Open a Case.  Staff states that on June 18, 2003, a natural gas explosion was reported to have occurred at the Frisco Building on the Ozark Empire Fairgrounds in Springfield, Missouri.  An Ozark Empire Fairgrounds maintenance employee was fatally injured.  In addition, the Frisco building was destroyed and other buildings were damaged.

Staff states that it has begun a formal investigation into the incident, and requests that this case be established for the purpose of receiving an incident report.  Staff indicated that it anticipates completing an incident report within 120 days.

The City Utilities of Springfield operates a municipal gas system subject to the Commission’s jurisdiction under Section 386.310, RSMo 2000. The Commission determines that a case should be established to receive information relevant to the above-described incident and to determine what, if any, action by the Commission is warranted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Case No. GS‑2004‑0040 is established for the purpose of receiving an incident report from the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission pertaining to the incident that occurred on June 18, 2003, and for receiving City Utilities of Springfield’s response to the report.

2. That the Commission’s Staff shall file either its final incident report or an interim incident report no later than November 19, 2003.

That this order shall become effective on August 1, 2003.
