ORDER DISMISSING “TXU” PARTIES FROM CASE

On October 24, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion requesting that the Commission open a case to investigate the sale or distribution of gas and electricity, as defined in Sections 393.297 ‑ .302, RSMo 2000, by entities that are not certificated by the Commission.  On December 9, 2003, the Commission opened a case and joined a number of parties.  Among those made parties to the case are companies associated with the name “TXU.”

The “TXU Parties” filed a joint motion to be dismissed from this matter.  Further, Movants informed the Commission that some of the names, as they appear in the Commis​sion’s order opening this case, are incorrect.  The following grid, as supplied by the TXU Parties, sets out the correct names:

In its response to the “TXU Parties’” motion, Staff opposes dismissing some, but not all, of the parties.  Because they no longer exist, Staff does not oppose the Commission dismissing TXU Merger Energy Trading Company LP and TXU Energy Trading Company LP.  Also, because Staff has determined that TXU SEM Company does not sell or distribute gas or electricity, Staff does not oppose this Company’s motion to be dismissed.

Staff states that it opposes the motion with regard to Enserch Energy Services because the Company is currently certificated to sell energy in Missouri.  Staff also opposes the dismissal of TXU Energy Services Company, TXU Energy Solutions Company LP, TXU Energy Solutions Management Company and TXU Energy Retail Management Company LLC, because Staff must first determine the nature of each of these Companies’ businesses. 

In addition to its support of or opposition to the Commission dismissing certain TXU Parties, Staff request that the Commission join TXU Portfolio Management Company LP, as a party to this case.  Staff informs the Commission that “this entity is described as the new name of TXU Energy Trading Company LP.”  Staff further states that it will consult with the TXU Parties to ascertain the exact nature of business being conducted by TXU Portfolio Management.

The Commission has reviewed the pleadings relevant to dismissing those parties identified as the “TXU Parties”.  Because Staff does not oppose the dismissal of some parties, the Commission finds it is reasonable to dismiss those parties from this case.  However, until further investigation is conducted the Commission will not dismiss Enserch Energy Services, TXU Energy Services Company, TXU Energy Solutions Company LP, TXU Energy Solutions Management Company and TXU Energy Retail Management Company LLC.  Likewise, until further investigation is conducted, the Commission will not join TXU Portfolio Management Company until it is shown that the Company should be a party to this case.  Additionally, the Commission will correct the names of the parties as described above.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the following parties, as they are listed in the Commission’s Order opening this case, are dismissed from this case:

That the names of the “TXU” parties shall be corrected as reflected in the body of this Order so that the remaining TXU Parties include:  TXU Energy Services Company; TXU Energy Solutions Company LP; TXU Energy Solutions Management Company LLC; TXU Energy Retail Management Company LLC; and Enserch Energy Services, Inc.

3. That Staff’s motion to join TXU Portfolio Management Company as a party to this case is denied.

4. That this order shall become effective on March 19, 2004.
