ORDER SUSPENDING REQUIREMENT

TO FILE PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On September 12, 2002, the Commission ordered the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule by September 30, 2002.  On September 25, 2002, Missouri Gas Company filed a Request to Suspend Date for Filing Proposed Procedural Schedule.

Missouri Gas stated that the parties are negotiating a possible settlement, but that the parties will not be able to settle the case before September 30, 2002.  If the parties settle, then the Commission will not need a proposed procedural schedule.  The Staff of the Commission and the Office of the Public Counsel do not object to Missouri Gas’ request.

The Commission finds Missouri Gas’ request reasonable, and will grant it.  However, the Commission will not to indefinitely suspend its requirement.  The Commission will order the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule as directed below.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Commission’s September 12, 2002 order requiring the parties to file a Proposed Procedural Schedule by September 30, 2002, is suspended. 

2. That the parties shall file a Proposed Procedural Schedule by October 30, 2002.

3. That this order shall become effective on September 30, 2002.
