NOTICE OF WITHDRAWAL

On April 25, 2003, KMC Telecom V, Inc., filed a complaint against CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, with the Missouri Public Service Commission.  On April 30, 2003, the Commission issued an order directing that KMC file information required by Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.070(5)(A).  The Company complied the same day.  On May 1, 2003, the Commission issued a Notice of Complaint, directing CenturyTel to respond within 30 days.  CenturyTel filed its answer, affirmative defenses and a motion to dismiss on June 2, 2003.

The Commission, on June 11, 2003, issued an order directing the Staff of the Commission to investigate the matter and file a report on July 11, 2003.  On June 30, 2003, KMS filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment.  Finally, on July 9, 2003, KMC filed a Voluntary Dismissal, dismissing its complaint against CenturyTel.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.116(1) states that “[a]n applicant or complainant may voluntarily dismiss an application or complaint without an order of the commission at any time before prepared testimony has been filed or oral evidence has been offered, by filing a notice of dismissal with the commission . . . .”  There has been no testimony filed or oral evidence offered in this matter.  The Commission therefore gives notice that this complaint is dismissed and this case may be closed.  Additionally, it is unnecessary for Staff to further investigate this matter and file a report as was required by the Commission’s order of June 11, 2003.
