Procedural Filing of the Parties

COME NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission; Laclede Gas Company; the Office of the Public Counsel; Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company; Southern Missouri Gas Company, LP; Atmos Energy Corporation; Fidelity Natural Gas Inc.; Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE; and Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks MPS and Aquila Networks L&P (hereafter Parties) and for their filing in this case state as follows:

1.  Pursuant to Commission order the parties met at a prehearing conference on May 14, 2002, to discuss the issues in this case and the additional procedures needed in this case.  At the prehearing, Judge Dippell directed the parties to also advise the Commission whether this case should proceed as a contested case proceeding or an uncontested proceeding.


2.  Having generally discussed the issues to be addressed, the parties advise the Commission that this case should proceed at this time as an uncontested case, investigative in nature.

3.  The parties have scheduled a technical conference for the afternoon of June 10 and the entire day of June 11.  The Staff will prepare and distribute to the parties a list of issues concerning the ACA/PGA process the parties identified at the prehearing conference, together with any other issues that may be suggested in the meanwhile.

4.  Following the technical conference on June 10 and 11, the parties will file a list of issues that have been resolved and, if necessary, those that have been scheduled for another technical conference.  

5.  The parties hope to agree on a number of issues that individual local gas companies (LDCs) can implement by tariff.  These tariff filings are expected to be addressed outside of this case. 

6.  Issues that the parties do not agree upon may be addressed in this case or in other cases by the interested parties.
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
