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PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE
COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, and submit this Proposed Procedural Schedule to the Missouri Public Service Commission.

1.  On December 3, 2003, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, (MGE) filed its application for an infrastructure replacement system surcharge.

2.  Staff’s report on the filing is due not later than sixty days after the filing, or on February 2, 2004.

3.  The Staff recommends that the Commission adopt the following procedural schedule for the balance of this case:

Friday, February 13, 2004
MGE files its response to Staff’s report.

Friday, February 20, 2004
Staff, Office of the Public Counsel, and any other party files replies to the Company’s response.

Thursday, February  26, 2004
If ordered by the Commission, on-the-record presentation, at which the Commission may inquire of the parties and require witnesses to testify under oath.
4. Counsel has consulted with MGE and the Office of the Public Counsel, and neither opposes the proposed schedule.  


WHEREFORE, the Staff requests that the Commission issue its order adopting the procedural schedule specifically set forth above.
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
