ORDER CHANGING PROCEDURAL DATES

This order changes the proposed procedural dates in accordance with the notice filed by the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission.

In response to an order of the Commission, Staff filed a procedural filing and a notice suggesting that the parties had not yet concluded their discussions and were not prepared to file an issues list. 2. That no later than October 10, 2002, the parties shall jointly or separately file a status report as directed above.
