ORDER DIRECTING FILING AND EXPEDITING TRANSCRIPT

The Commission has not determined that this issue is moot and therefore, the hearing in this matter will proceed as previously ordered.  The parties are hereby put on notice that the order of cross-examination, opening statements, and presentation of witnesses will follow the format from the original hearing to the extent possible, unless otherwise ordered.   

The Commission will direct each of the parties to file a notice stating the order in which it intends to call its witnesses.  The parties may file jointly or separately a proposed order of witnesses for consideration.  In addition, the parties should state in their filings whether they desire to file one round of briefs following the hearing or prefer to have closing arguments in lieu of briefs.

The parties are reminded to bring an adequate number of copies of any exhibits offered.  For previously filed supplemental testimony, only one copy, for the court reporter, of the exhibit is necessary.  For any exhibit not previously filed in the Commission’s Electronic Filing and Information System (EFIS), the sponsoring party should bring one copy for the court reporter, six copies for the Presiding Officers and the Commissioners, and one copy for each other party present.

Finally, the Commission will direct that the transcripts for this proceeding be prepared on an expedited basis to be filed no later than five working days following the close of the hearing.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than 4:00 p.m., September 20, 2004, the parties sponsoring witnesses shall file a notice with the Commission stating the order in which they intend to call witnesses and their preferences for the filing of briefs.

2. That the transcripts for this hearing shall be filed no later than five working days from the close of the hearing.

That this order shall become effective on September 16, 2004.
