ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On February 14, 2002, the Commission by order directed the parties, and also invited Atmos Energy Corporation, which is not a party, to “prepare and file briefs regarding whether or not this matter has become moot due to intervening circumstances and must therefore be dismissed.”  The Commission has several times extended this deadline at the motion of Atmos.  

Now, on August 14, 2002, Noranda Aluminum, Inc., has requested an extension, this time to November 15.  Noranda advises the Commission that all parties have been consulted and that none objects.  The purpose of the additional extension, Noranda explains, is to permit Atmos and Noranda to complete certain ongoing contract negotiations.  The Commission will grant the motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Noranda Aluminum, Inc.’s Motion for Extension of Time to file Briefs, filed on August 14, 2002, is granted.

2. That the parties shall, on or before November 15, 2002, prepare and file briefs regarding whether or not this matter has become moot due to intervening circumstances and must therefore be dismissed.

3. That Atmos Energy Corporation, although not a party to this case, may also prepare and file a brief as described in Ordered Paragraph 2, above.

4. That this order shall become effective on September 5, 2002.
