Staff Recommendation



COMES NOW the Staff (Staff) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) and respectfully states as follows:


1.
On September 14, 2004, Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P. (SMGC) filed a tariff sheet with the Commission, with a proposed effective date of October 1, 2004.  The tariff sheet reflected scheduled changes in SMGC’s Purchased Gas Adjustment (PGA) factors.

On September 27, 2004, the Company filed a letter requesting that the PGA filing of September 14, 2004, be designated as SMGC’s Winter PGA filing and that the filing date be changed to September 15, 2004.  Staff has no objection to this request since this revision puts SMGC into compliance with their tariffs.

Attached hereto, as Attachment A, is Staff’s Memorandum and Recommendation.  Staff recommends that SMGC’s proposed tariff sheet be approved for service on and after October 1, 2004, as an interim rate, subject to refund.
