STAFF’S RESPONSE TO REQUEST FOR DISMISSAL OF PARTY FILED BY ALLIANCE ENERGY SERVICES, LLC


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) by and through counsel, and respectfully states as follows: 

1.  On October 24, 2003, Staff filed a Motion to open a case with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).  


2.  On December 9, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Opening Case, Adding Parties, Directing Notice and Setting Prehearing Conference (Order).   Pursuant to this Order, various entities were made Parties to this case. 


3.  On February 6, 2004, Alliance Energy Services, LLC filed a Motion for Dismissal of Party Alliance Energy Services, LLC.  


4.  Alliance Energy Services, LLC also filed the Affidavit of Jason P. Doyle.  In this Affidavit, Mr. Doyle explains that Alliance Energy Services, LLC is a broker/dealer of propane gas.  


5.  Pursuant to this information, Staff would ordinarily have no objection to the dismissal of Alliance Energy Services, LLC.


6. However, before Staff can state no objection to the dismissal of this entity, Staff must be sure of which entity is being dismissed.


7.  Staff notes that, pursuant to the Commission’s December 9, 2003 Order (p. 2), there are two Parties with the name of Alliance Energy Services, LLC.  These are:  Alliance Energy Services, LLC., CT Corporation System, 120 South Central Ave., Clayton, MO 63105 and Alliance Energy Services, LLC., Jason P. Doyle, 8608 N. Flora Ave., Kansas City, MO 64155.  


8.  While Staff notes that one of the entities has the name of “Jason P. Doyle” and this is the same name that appears on the February 6, 2004 Affidavit, the Motion for Dismissal as Party does not clearly identify the address of “Alliance Energy Services, LLC.”  Accordingly, Staff needs this matter clarified prior to stating no objection to the dismissal of this entity. 


WHEREFORE, for the reasons stated above, Staff cannot agree, at the present time, to the dismissal of “Alliance Energy Services, LLC.”
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
