ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

On November 18, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed its Recommendation and Memorandum. Staff recommends that the Commission approve the application of Missouri Gas Utility, Inc. (MGU), subject to certain conditions.  On November 22, Missouri Gas Utility, Inc. (MGU), filed its response.  MGU indicates that although it finds most of Staff’s conditions acceptable, it does object to three of the conditions.

The Commission has scheduled an On-the-Record Presentation for November 23, beginning at 1:30 p.m.    The Commission would find it helpful to have Staff’s response to MGU’s concerns prior to the On-the-Record Presentation.  Therefore, the Commission will direct Staff to either expeditiously file a response to MGU’s November 22nd pleading or file a status report indicating when it will do so.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than 11:00 a.m. on November 23, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file a pleading or status report as indicated above.

2. That this order shall become effective on November 22, 2004.
