ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF PROPOSED FINDINGS OF FACT

On June 28, 2001, the Commission issued its Second Report and Order, which became effective on July 8, 2001.  On July 6, 2001, the Commission issued a Notice of Correction and on August 14, 2001, the Commission issued its Second Order Denying Rehearing.  

The Commission’s decision was appealed to the Circuit Court of Cole County in Case Number 01CV325280 and then to the Missouri Western District Court of Appeals in Case Number WD61486.  On May 30, 2003, the Cole County Circuit Court made the following entry on the case Docket Sheet: 

Mandate from the Missouri Court of Appeals Western District, filed.  Now on this day the appeal is dismissed and . . . the Respondent's Second Order is remanded to the Respondent with instructions to provide clearer, more detailed findings of fact that include the rationale for the findings and comply with 386.420 and 536.090, RSMo 2000.  Opinion filed.  WD61486 kg.

Therefore, the Commission will instruct the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission to submit proposed findings of fact that comply with the Court’s mandate, citing specifically to the supporting evidence in the record.  In addition, Laclede Gas Company, or any other party, may file proposed findings of fact or a proposed order that would otherwise resolve this case in accordance with the Court’s mandate.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission is directed to file proposed findings of fact no later than March 29, 2004.

2. That no later than March 29, 2004, any party may file proposed findings of fact or a proposed order that would otherwise resolve this case in accordance with the Court’s mandate.

3. That this order shall become effective on February 27, 2004.
