ORDER FINDING RESPONDENT IN DEFAULT 
In the notice of complaint issued September 11, 2002, the Commission established October 11 as the due date for Respondent’s answer. In an order issued October 24, the Commission set October 31 as the revised due date for Respondent to file its answer.  Respondent did not file an answer or request an extension.  Accordingly, pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.070(9), the Commission determines Respondent to be in default and deems Respondent to have admitted Complainant’s averments.  Based on these admissions, the Commission finds that Respondent did not pay in full its annual assessment for fiscal years 2000 and 2001.
