THIRD ORDER APPROVING TARIFF FILED IN COMPLIANCE

WITH COMMISSION ORDER

On April 22, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Approving Stipulation and Agreement, which authorized Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P, to file proposed tariff sheets in compliance with the Stipulation and Agreement.  In compliance with that order, Aquila filed proposed tariff sheets on August 10, 2004.
  These tariff sheets (Tariff File No. YG‑2005‑0104) bore an effective date of October 1, 2004, and were designed to establish an experimental low-income program (ELIP) for the company’s Sedalia service area.  The company subsequently withdrew these proposed tariff sheets (Tariff File No. YG-2005-0104) and filed substitute sheets (Tariff File No. YG-2005-0106).  

On September 17, 2004, Aquila withdrew the substitute tariff sheets (Tariff File No. YG‑2005‑0106) and submitted new substitute tariff sheets (Tariff File No. YG‑2005‑0204).  The company also filed a motion for expedited treatment, requesting that the tariff sheets be approved to become effective on October 1, 2004.

The Commission’s Staff filed its Recommendation and Memorandum on September 22, 2004.   Staff notes that the substitute tariff sheets (Tariff File No. YG-2005-0204) filed on September 17, 2004, incorporate the changes recommended by the Commission’s Staff and by the Office of the Public Counsel.  Staff recommends that the Commission approve the proposed tariff sheets to become effective on October 1, 2004.  Staff also states that allowing the ELIP to go into effect by October 1, 2004, will provide the local action agency the ability to begin qualifying low-income participants during the month of October, prior to the winter hearing season.  Staff thus suggests that the company has shown good cause for approval of the tariff sheets on less than 30 days notice.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the proposed tariff sheets (Tariff File No. YG‑2005‑0204) filed on September 17, 2004, by Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P, are approved for service rendered on and after October 1, 2004.  The specific sheets approved are:
