ORDER DENYING MOTION FOR RECONSIDERATION

On May 27, 2004, while on the record at a proceeding scheduled for that purpose, Missouri Gas Energy (MGE) made a motion to compel the Staff of the Commission to answer data requests seeking information about informal contacts between members of the Commission’s Staff and the members of the Commission regarding rate of return, return on equity, capital structure, depreciation rates, depreciation study, or treatment of net salvage/cost of removal.  On May 27, the presiding officer, ruling from the bench, denied MGE’s motion to compel.  On June 4, MGE filed a motion asking the Commission to reconsider the ruling of the presiding officer.  

The Commission has considered the matter and finds that the ruling of the presiding officer is correct.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the Motion for Reconsideration filed by Missouri Gas Energy is denied.
