Motion for leave to late file Staff Recommendation

 and  Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) in the above-captioned matter and for its recommendation states as follows:


1.
On August 1, 2002, Missouri Gas Energy (MGE) submitted proposed tariff sheets dealing with natural gas aggregation for schools pursuant to Section 393.319 RSMo Supp. 2002.  The sheets bore a proposed effective date of September 24, 2002. On August 14, 2002, MGE extended the effective date of the tariff to October 28, 2002.

On October 15, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Approving Stipulation and Agreement.  The Commission ordered Atmos to file tariff sheets in compliance with the terms of the Stipulation and Agreement by October 17, 2002 with an effective date of November 1, 2002.

Staff has reviewed the proposed tariff sheets, and recommends that the tariff sheets be approved effective November 1, 2002.  The recommendation of the Energy Department Staff is attached as Attachment A hereto.
